Thank you for deciding to host a GPML qualifying tournament.  Enclosed you will find the tests you ordered along with some supplementary materials to assist you in running your tournament.  A complete list is found below as well as a description of how many copies you will probably need of each sheet, and if anything is missing you should contact us immediately.  The enclosed tests have been written for release on a specific date, and if you must change your test date for any reason you should contact us to make alternate arrangements.  The tests you have received remain the property of The Test Well, and your use of them is subject to the following conditions:





By ordering these tests you have purchased the privilege of administering the tests at a math contest and to make enough copies of each test to complete this task.  Specifically, you may make a number of copies of each test and answer key equal to twice the number of students participating.  At the conclusion of the tournament you may distribute any leftover tests to the participating schools if you wish, so long as the schools are notified that the tests remain the property of The Test Well and may not be distributed outside their own schools.  Great Plains Math League and The Test Well agree to waive all rights to entry fees collected at the tournament arising as a result of the use of the enclosed tests or the names Great Plains Math League or The Test Well in association with the tournament.  You must adhere to GPML rules in administering and scoring the tests (most recent rules can be found at http://bounce.to/gpml), and report the results of the tournament to GPML within two weeks of the tournament date.  In addition, you must make one copy of the survey form, power question, and power question rules for each school, seal the power question in an envelope, and distribute these to the schools at the conclusion of the tournament.





Contents:


One copy each of the Sprint, Target, Relay, Team(small school) and Team(large school) tests unique to your test date


One copy each of answer keys for each of the tests mentioned above


One copy of this year's power question, along with a rules sheet


Rules for the Relay round


"Some Mathematical Ideas..." sheet explaining terms and acceptable answer forms.  This is a good sheet to pass out to participating schools when they arrive the day of the contest


One answer sheet each for the Sprint, Team, and Target rounds


Ten answer sheets for the Relay round, one for each collection time


Event tally sheet


School point tally sheet





Suggested copies to make:


Enough Sprint tests, with an answer sheet stapled to each, for each student to have a copy


Enough Team tests for each student to have a copy of the appropriate test for their school size


One Team test answer sheet for each team (divide total number of students by 4 so you are sure to have enough even if some teams have fewer than 6 members)


Enough Target rounds for each student to have a copy.  Once these are copied they should be cut into four pieces to be distributed one at a time


Enough Target round answer sheets for each student to have a copy.  Once these are copied they should be cut apart so four answer slips can be given to each student


Enough Relay rounds to account for all the relay teams (you should have no more than 1/3 as many relay teams as you have students)


Relay round answer sheets--divide the total number of students by 10 and copy this many of each of the 10 answer sheets.  Basically the third person in each relay will need ten answer slips, one of each type.  It is a good idea to color-code these so for instance all the 3 Minutes, Round 1 slips are blue or something.  This makes it less confusing for the students and proctors to keep track of which answer slip is turned in at each opportunity


Each of the answer keys--one for each school attending.  These can be used in the grading room and then given to the schools when they are no longer needed for grading


Survey, Power Question and corresponding rules sheet--one per school, given out at the end of the day


Relay rules and "Some Mathematical Ideas..." sheets--one per school, given out when schools arrive


One School Point Tally sheet per school.  Each school should receive the original of their tally sheet at the end of the tournament, but you will need to make a copy of these sheets and send copies to GPML (see below)


Event Tally Sheets--one each for 9-12 grade target and sprint (if your tournament will give awards by grade, otherwise one each for target and sprint rounds), one for top team, one for top relay teams, one for top school





Reporting your scores to GPML:


We are of course interested in complete results from your contest for publication in the GPML Newsletter, but it is most important that all state meet-qualifying scores be reported.  Thus you will probably want to send a copy of each of the event tally sheets and each school tally sheet.  In most cases this will be enough information for us to completely determine who has qualified for state, and we will contact you if there is any question.
